_“The conveyor system on the
1750-C is equally as'important. This

enables us to go up and down local hills

without having to stop and shovel as-
phalt to the augers. This is a benefit,

especially when paving down hill, where

our older machine would be level and

not dump to the screed well. Going into

narrow hilly driveways is much easier,

as well. We don't have as much spillage

in the front of the machine now. Once

the truck stops dumping, we can pull the

asphalt to the augers and, as a result,
lower the amount in the hopper so it
doesn't over flow. )

We have had no problems using them in

our Mauldin 1750-C Superpaver. Nor-

mally we use whatever the plant has for
a surface course mix or is set aside for

external customer use. This includes
both types SF and 9.5mm Superpave
with 64AC oil.
